TODAY’S MEDITATION.

CHRISTS SACRIFICE.

Sacrifice is essentially the offering of a material, especially, a living, creature to the Deity. It is a very widespread feature of religion, including that of the early Hebrews.

In the earliest portions of the OT, sacrifice is a recognized human institution (cf. the sacrifice of Cain and Abel, Gen. 4:3-5), acceptable to God, especially, in the form of animal, but not human, sacrifice. Animal sacrifice, comprising the ‘Peace Offering’ (in which the worshippers shared in the flesh) and the ‘Burnt Offering’ (when none of the flesh was eaten), was the regular observance; but cereal, oil, and wine were also offered. It was due to God as His right. It maintained, or if necessary restored, a right relation of man to Jehovah, and also, on occasion, could solemnly initiate a new relationship. Notably was this last the case in the fundamental covenant established between God and Israel at Sinai (Ex. 24:4-8).

After the settlement in Canaan, sacrificial observances became more elaborate (Mic. 6:6f, Is 1:11-14). They also became contaminated with Canaanite religion, especially, at the High places (Hos. 4:12-14). The current sacrificial worship was strongly denounced by prophets such as Hosea, Amos, Micah and Isaiah. This consequently led King Josiah (640 – 608 B.C), based on the prescriptions of the Book of Deuteronomy, prohibit sacrifice except at the one Sanctuary of Jerusalem; and when the city was destroyed at the Exile (586), Jewish sacrifices temporarily ceased altogether. Meanwhile, the spread of the Diaspora and the rise of the Synagogue led to a widespread form of non-sacrificial worship. It became increasingly recognized that the cardinal requirement of God was a right intention in the worshipper (Hos. 6:6) rather than material offerings, and that a ‘pure offering’ might be made to God even ‘among the Gentiles’ (Mal. 1:11).

In the NT, Jesus quoted with approval the teaching of Hosea subordinating ‘sacrifice’ to ‘mercy’ (Mt. 9:13, 12:7; cf Hosea 6;6). Also by announcing the imminent end of the Temple (Mk. 13:2) and its worship (Jn. 4:20-23), He looked forward to the speedy ending of the Levitical sacrifice.

Thus, the author of Hebrews shows how the rites and ceremonies of biblical Judaism are completed by Jesus, who supersedes them. Animal sacrifices were common in the ancient world and had special meaning for the Israelites as earlier indicated. Sinners deserved to ‘die’, i.e. cut off from God. The animal’s death killed on the altar as God prescribed showed that God alone could provide an alternative solution without ignoring the seriousness of the offence.

The permanent solution to sin, says Hebrews, is JESUS (cf. 9:15; 10:9). In His person (fully God and perfect man) He bridged the spiritual gulf between God and ourselves, in His death and resurrection, He fulfilled the requirements of the OT law. The ‘sacrifice’ of Christ makes sense in the Jewish culture from which Christianity sprang (9:8; 9:23-24). The ‘sacrifice’ of Christ is, therefore, central to our faith.
